5th Grade- American History

United States…Adventures in Time and Place

This course will cover the history of the United States, from Native Americans to modern times.  Class will cover the events and documents that shaped the United States.
6th Grade- Geography

Geography:  The World and its People

This course will cover the geography of the world including continents, major bodies of water and countries of the world. The course will also cover cultural, economic, and physical features of the world.

7th Grade- World History
World History…Adventures in Time and Place

World History is a survey course following the chronological order of certain events in ancient history.

8th Grade   - American History

American History: The Early Years to 1877
American History is a survey course following the chronology of certain historical events that helped create modern America.  The events will range from the first Americans through reconstruction.

Classroom Procedures:
Homework
Must be handed in when it is due.  Late assignments will be penalized.  If an assignment is late the highest grade that may be received is 70%.  ALL homework and assignments will be turned in at the beginning of class or it is considered late.  Adequate time will be given in class to finish most assignments; this will limit the amount of outside homework that is assigned.
Notebook / Binder
Everyone is required to keep notes, vocabulary words and definitions in their notebooks. The notebooks will be turned in on the chapter or section test.
Make-up Work

Mrs. Foulk will have a list of missing assignments for the student.  Class activities, notes, and assignments can be found in the classroom folder to help with missing work.  Students may use the classroom folder after class instructional time. If there are any questions, about the assignments or notes, JUST ASK.  Students will receive two days for every one day absent. If assignment is not turned in at that time it will follow the late policy.
Late Work

If an assignment is turned in any time after the due date, a student can receive no more than 70% credit. If an assignment is more than one week late from the due date, the student will receive a 0 for the assignment.

Exams
